(age guide as at January 1st)





MUMMY & ME (Up to 3 years)


This is a ½ hour class for the little ones not ready to attend the dance studio without mum or dad, involving dance, sing along, creative movement and a lot of fun. Great for improving co-ordination.





PRE-SCHOOL CLASS ( 3 to 5 years)


A fun ¾ hour class which introduces children to dance in an enjoyable way. This class aims to teach basic co-ordination and movement, general appreciation and understanding of music and rhythm. The children are introduced to Classical, Tap and Jazz dance in these classes. In addition they do some tumbling and singing.  There are morning or afternoon Pre-school classes which may suit to your timetable. Children are expected to go into class without mum or dad.





TINIES A ( 5 years) 


A 1 hour class including Jazz, Tap and Ballet. Introducing technique but still a lot of fun. Exams are available from this level.





TINIES B & PRE-JUNIOR CLASSES (6 years)


The next level after Tinies A with ½ spent on each style ie. ½ hour Jazz, ½ hour Tap & ½ hour Ballet. Exams are available.





HIP HOP CLASSES


All the latest music, all the latest dance steps, this popular class is sure to be a favourite. (These classes will not be technique based, but great for fitness)  





JAZZ CLASSES


These classes are quick moving and challenging, featuring today’s Modern jazz styles including appropriate technique. Exams are available in these classes for all ages in the C.S.T.D syllabus.








TAP CLASSES


Students work towards C.S.T.D Tap examinations. A solid learning ground for all keen tap students. This year we will be introducing Preliminary Tap grades which will begin at approx 6 years of age. The tap grades continue right through to Diploma level.





SINGING CLASSES


These classes are a very important part of our curriculum. It is essential that all dancers have the ability to sing as well as dance.





DRAMA CLASSES


Drama training is important to all dancers, as it enhances their performance skills and encourages them to speak and perform expressively. The children are taught to be effective communicators and increases confidence and self esteem. The children may sit for a Trinity College Group Drama Examinations during the year.





ACROBATICS CLASSES


Classes for all ages and levels are available in Acrobatics. Acrobatics enhances children’s strength and flexibility and is exceptionally good for all growing bodies and besides this, the children just “Love It”.





CLASSICAL BALLET CLASSES


Classical Ballet teaches grace, elegance, line and discipline and is essential for the student who is serious about dancing. Classical classes are the basis on which to learn any form of dance. Students are prepared for R.A.D (Royal Academy of Dance) Grade and Vocational Examinations. 





CSTD JAZZ DIPLOMA


Any student who has completed Jazz 8 is eligible to study for a Jazz Diploma. You will be required to attend each Jazz grade class every second week for the second and third term.





BOYS TAP & HIP HOP CLASSES


Once again this year we will have boys’ only tap classes and boys' only Hip Hop classes. This allows me to focus on the boys and keep them keen.





ADULT TAP & ZUMBA CLASSES


Don’t let the kids have all the fun, come to an adult Tap or Zumba class. Classes are very reasonably priced. No pressure, just come and pay on a casual basis to suit your busy schedules, which makes them free of obligation, with no enrolment required. They are a lot of FUN




















OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION


There will be no regular classes held during the school holidays


The viewing of classes is not allowed (except on open days). Please do not sit on steps.

LOCKERS AND PIGEON HOLES

EXAMINATIONS





I highly recommend exams for children as it gives them something to work towards and achieve. They receive a report and medal or trophy depending on the examination. There are attendance requirements for students wishing to participate in exams. For the classical exams, students must attend two classes per week to be eligible to sit for the exam (except for pre-primary).  Vocational ballet students may need to attend three classes per week.  For the Jazz and Theatrical exams, students must be taking at least one classical class per week. Participation in holiday classes is also expected!  R.A.D exams are held in July/August, with C.S.T.D exams held in October.

EISTEDDFODS





Eisteddfods are competitions held at different venues around Brisbane. Eisteddfods are not compulsory but I feel they are an essential part of the student’s development. It teaches discipline in a team, communication, self confidence, and the kids LOVE THEM!!!

ALL STUDENTS WILL BE NEEDED FOR 3 WEEKEND REHEARSALS.  Parents and students will be required to sign a commitment note before the students can be included in the routines.

STUDIO DRESS REQUIREMENTS 


Studio uniforms are available for all ages and strongly recommended as it is much easier to teach a class of well dressed students. You have a choice of Studio leotard & studio ¾ tights or studio skirt. These can all be purchased from the studio office. Please order on Enrolment Day!!!  No school uniforms in class please. Either pink ballet or skin coloured fiesta stockings are acceptable for class.


Grooming is important to a dancer.  All students must have hair pulled back for class.  Girls doing ballet classes (not in tinies) are expected to have their hair in a bun.

PAYMENT SYSTEM


Fees are charged twice a term (Eight times a year). You will receive a tax invoice at the beginning of each period in your pigeon hole (all prices include GST). First payment period is to be paid on enrolment. All students must complete a new enrolment form each year.  Enrolment is assumed until the end of the year – alternatively, one week’s written /emailed cancellation notice is required.  All missed classes are still to be paid for, unless I am given prior notice that your child will be away.  You can make-up missed lessons; please see the office to organise these. A late fee of $15 will be charged for any overdue fees.

SPECIAL DISCOUNT PROGRAM RATES


Below I have set out programs which are suitable for your child for their appropriate age. If students attend set programs, all being the same age, the timetable should be more convenient for you, as classes can continue on the same day. Therefore, I do encourage you to allow your child to follow one of the programs appropriate to his/her age. Please note these programs can only be used by 1 child only, not shared by the family. To make dancing more affordable to larger families only two children in each family attending the most classes will be charged. Third and fourth children may attend completely free of charge for regular classes
